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I On Februrary23, President-Johnson-clearly stated that our desire is
to avoid majorconflictywith China. -2+ This is a'wise posture for us
to adopt — although to‘insure against majof war resulting from
miscalculation we must firmly hold-the Tine against further escalation
in practice as well as theory. This stand is excellent, as far as it goes.
But in my opinion*wg should'go still further, espeeially in regard to
policy toward China, and, as I suggested earlier, we should alter our
basic posture toward the Chinese Communist regime from one of

containment plus isolation to one of containment without isolation.
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
