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while the United States is committed to defend Taiwan under certain
circumstances. For both, failing to fulfill these commitments would likely be
more costly politically than honoring them. The PRC has defined the
reincorporation of Taiwanas a vital national interest and core national value.
For its part, the United States has been deeply involved in the Republic of
China’s history since the Second World War. The United States assisted |
Taiwan’s economic and political liberalization through advice and education
while protecting Taiwan from seizure by a menacing Communist power. Taiwan
has been 2 shining example of successful American internationalism, and a test
case affirming American hopes for China. It would be excruciating difficult for
America to stay on the sidelines while “the butchers of Beijing” made war on
this small, nascent democracy. American strategists would also fear their failure
to intervene might lead Asian governments to lose confidence in U.S.
leadership and move toward accommodation with Beijing.
